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New England North West Film Strategy going to the next stage

Arts North West, in collaboration with the Northern Inland Regional Development Board, is calling for expressions of
interest for the position of Project Consultant to take the New England North West Film Strategy to the next stage.

The Strategy, now titled New England-North West Multi Media Skills and Data Warehousing Industry Engagement
Program, is designed to encourage and cultivate the development of the Film and Television Industry in the New

The region offers vibrant communities, interesting
people and many other attractions for film, television and multimedia makers.”

“This is a great opportunity for the region to boost its economy by attracting film, television and multimedia projects to
the area. In turn, this has the potential to significantly impact on increased visitation through tourism,” he said.

The Project Consultant will provide professional help to the Regional Coordination Committee in the development of a
database of images and locations information suitable for attracting film, television and multimedia projects to the New
England North West region.

Arts North West Regional Arts Board and the Northern Inland Regional Development Board with the support of New
England Institute of TAFE and each of the region’s local governments have developed this project.
