Small Grant funding available for the development of Youth Arts and Skills!

Arts North West was successful in securing a grant from the NSW Department of Education and Training (DET).  The funding is aimed at supporting projects to foster the development of youth arts and cultural activities in the region with a particular focus on skills development.

The funds will mainly be used to support workshop programs for young people aged 12-24 years from our region, in a range of arts and cultural activities leading up to and during the ARTSTART 2009 NSW Youth Arts and Skills Festival in September.

The program cultivates the skills of people who often find it hard to access training, such as people with disabilities, from the Aboriginal community, the economically disadvantaged and people who live away from large population centres.

They would develop skills applicable to a wide range of occupational areas as well as skills for the burgeoning Australian arts industry.  The ARTSTART projects will foster skills such as literacy, numeracy, teamwork and problem solving that are essential to all young peoples’ careers and personal development.

Projects may include writing for film and TV, multimedia, drama and set building, visual art, performance art and circus skills, mural design and production, or culturally specific projects such as Aboriginal storytelling and Middle Eastern dance.

Projects will ideally have a public outcome or online presentation during the two week state wide September Artstart Festival.

ARTSTART 2009 

NSW YOUTH ARTS AND SKILLS PROGRAM
FUNDING GUIDELINES

Section 1
PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The ArtStart NSW Youth Arts and Skills program (ArtStart) is an initiative of the NSW Government designed for young people aged 12 to 24 years in New South Wales. The program provides opportunities for young people to develop skills through participating in arts and cultural projects as well as performing and exhibiting their work during a two week festival period, held every second year.
AIM AND OBJECTIVES

ArtStart aims to assist young people achieve high quality and equitable outcomes from education and training by:
· providing opportunities for young people to become involved in arts and cultural activities,

· ensuring that young people are involved in decision making, planning and evaluation processes around ArtStart activities,

· providing opportunities for young people to develop the basic skills necessary for entry to a range of industries, including the arts and cultural industries, 

· encouraging the development of pathways and links to further education and training in a range of industries, including the arts and cultural industries,

· highlighting the creative achievements of young people by coordinating focus events at regional and state levels,

· stimulating ongoing youth arts, cultural and skills development activities by resourcing local structures and networks.

WHO WILL PARTICIPATE?

· The ARTSTART NSW Youth Arts and Skills Program is designed to involved all young people aged 12-24 from all over NSW and from a broad range of geographical and social backgrounds.

· The Festival encourages participation from:

· Young women;

· Young Aboriginal and young Torres Strait Islander people;

· Young people with disabilities;

· Young people who are geographically isolated;

· Young people without social, literacy and numeracy skills

· Young people from non-English speaking backgrounds

· Young people who are unemployed;

· Young people disadvantaged by their socio-economic background;

· Young people who have left school early or at risk of leaving school early;

· Young people at school will be able to participate through school-based arts and arts related ARTSTART 2009 festival activities or through community based youth or arts groups’ activities;

· Other organisations will also be encouraged to participate in the ARTSTART 2009.  These could include, for example, youth theatres, local Arts Councils, touring troupes, regional galleries and museums, private colleges and peak arts organisations.

HOW WILL THEY PARTICIPATE?

· Young people will be involved in all aspects of planning, development and the presentation of ARTSTART 2009 activities.

· Organisations representing young people wishing to participate in ARTSTART 2009 will need to liaise directly with the organisation funded to co-ordinate ARTSTART in their region.

· ARTSTART 2009 the NSW Youth Arts and Skills Program activities will vary in each region depending on the needs, facilities and interests of young people in that particular region.

CONTENT AND PRESENTATION OF REGIONAL ARTSTART 2009

· The content of ARTSTART 2009 will vary from region to region and will be designed by the co-ordinating organisation, in consultation with young people and regional committees.  Each region should consider addressing the further education and training needs of the young people in their region.

· ARTSTART 2009 the NSW Youth Arts and Skills Program will involve a skills development component throughout the region.

Skills based activities include:

· The Festival fortnight itself where young people are encouraged to design, conduct and implement the festival. Committees of young people should be convened to undertake areas of responsibility including publicity, promotions, advertising, gathering community support. The ArtStart Festival will take place on a regional basis over a two week period in September 2009.
· Peer education – where possible more experienced or older young people should be encouraged to work with younger groups to provide a youth perspective and to act as mentors and role models.
· Industry training – where possible the provision of training workshops should be arranged that articulate to either a TAFE course, a traineeship or are relevant to local industries.  The use of modules from accredited courses is encouraged.
· Arts workers, where possible, should deliver workshops and have an educational and/or professional background appropriate to the area in which they are delivering the training.
SECTION 2
THE APPLICATION PROCESS

PREPARING THE APPLICATION
All applications must be made on the ARTSTART 2009 Funding Application Form.

WHO CAN APPLY?

· Local non-profit youth and community groups and organisations (whether existing or newly formed) which falls into the boundaries of the New England North West Region.
· Projects must incorporate a skills development component and contribute to the Artstart program in some manner.
· A wide range of projects can be supported: workshops using artists to provide tuition in any form – crafts, theatre, music, poetry, visual arts, film, video, multi-media etc.
· The proposed projects must involve young people from 12-24 years of age.
· Preference will be given to projects which are local initiatives and demonstrate a high level of youth involvement at all stages of development.
HOW MUCH CAN BE APPLIED FOR?

Projects between $500 and $2,000.  Further funding may be available for projects with a regional focus.

ARTSTART FUNDING CANNOT BE USED FOR:

· Purchase of equipment or capital costs or expenses

· Prizes

· Performances which are regularly provided through other avenues

· Arts groups general operating costs

· Retrospective funding.
